About these Resources

All of these resources are designed to be completed in small discussion groups, ideally your
school’'s Carnegie Medal for Writing Shadowing Group. However, they can easily be done

individually. Instead of talking about the tasks, you can write down and keep a record of
your ideas.

o Discuss what you think Chronicles of a Lizard Nobody will be about based on these
extracts. You should structure your discussion around the questions below.

e What genre of novel do you think it will be?

e What sense do you get of where and when it will be set?

e |f you had to identify three likely themes, what would they be?

Spend 10-20 minutes on this activity.

1. She held out two red sashes. Daniel and Zeke just stared at them. She tossed them
across the desk with her furry, stumpy arms, basically throwing them over Zeke and

Daniel’'s heads. The one for Daniel came all the way down to his knees, but Zeke's barely
went past his shoulders.

2. She was a big deal, his mum. She'd once led an army of robots to attack Canada, not
because they had anything she wanted, just to show that she could. She'd also teamed
up with aliens and transported the entire White House to the moon last summer.

3. The day his father died, Zeke's mum came home with a black dog. It didn't speak, it
didn't look at Zeke, it just hung around his mum like a cloud.

4. He looked up as a trio of giraffes wandered by, ducking their heads under the hallway
lamps; and there was the jaguar who sang in the school choir but who was too shy to talk
to anyone in class; and there was a whole herd of elks, all legs and wobbles and attitude.

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During Reading

Warning: Don't read the questions before reading each section.

Read up to the end of the section suggested then answer the questions. You will probably
need to spend about 5-10 minutes answering each set of questions.

The page numbers are based on the Walker Books edition of the book, first published in
the UK in 2024.

Before reading search online for ‘'monitor lizards’ so you know what they are and what
they look like.

Read chapters1,2 and 3

e What are your first thoughts about the novel? You might like to think about its use of

numour, giving animals human characteristics and the characters introduced so far.

e How do the illustrations add to your experience of the novel so far? What do they
reveal that the writing doesn't? What is the relationship between the writing and the
lllustrations?

e Which of the lizards is your favourite at this point and why?

e /eke has something called ‘France’ on his knee. What do you think this is?

e What's the social status of lizards in the school? How is school life for the animals at
this stage similar to school life for humans?

e What are your first thoughts about Pelicarnassus? What part do you think
Pelicarnassus and his supervillain Mum will play in the story from this point on?

Read chapters 4,5, 6,7 and 8

e What are your first thoughts about Miel, the lizard? What role do you think he will play
In the book?

e We |learn that the entire country of France sits on Zeke's knee. What's it like reading a
book containing impossible, absurd details like this? Do you think the book makes
sense? If so, how does the writer make this happen?

e At this point, do you think of the lizards more as animals or as people? What about the
other animals? How does life in the book mirror life in human society?

e In chapter 8 we learn that Zeke's Mum gets a black dog the day after his father dies.

Do you think this is an actual dog? What else might it be?

Read chapters 9, 10, 11 and 12

e What are your feelings for Zeke at this stage in the novel?

e What are your thoughts about ‘France’ in this section?

e What are the differences between Zeke and Daniel? What's the basis of their
friendship?

e Which animal is your favourite at this point and why? If you were at this school, which
animal do you think you would most like to hang out with?
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Read chapters 13, 14, 15 and 16

e There's lots of humour in these chapters. Did you find any bits particularly funny? How
Is the writer, Patrick Ness, creating humour? How do the illustrations add to the

nuMour?
e How does the book deal with human issues through animals? You might like to

consider Zeke's confrontation with Ms Pfister.
e What do we learn about Alicia in this section?

Read chapters 17, 18, 19, 20 and 21

e Why Is France on Zeke's knee? What are your thoughts about a book that has such
bizarre things in it? Why is it possible for books to do this kind of thing? Can you think

of similar examples in other books?
e Miel says that Zeke is a mystery. Do you agree with this? What do you think Miel means

when he says this?
e Why do you think Norman comes to see Zeke? How and why is Zeke becoming the

centre of everything that happens in the book?

Read chapters 22, 23, 24 and 25

e What do you think Pelicarnassus is planning to do with Zeke? What role do you think
different animals will play in helping Zeke?

Read chapters 26, 27, 28 and 29

e What does the book have to say about bullying? You might like to think about size and

why Pelicarnassus designs a huge pelican suit.
e What do you think of the pelican suit? Were you expecting the story to develop in

ways like this?
e What happens to the red sashes? Now that so many strange things are happening in

this story, what kind of genre would you say it belongs to?

Read to the end of the book

e How Is the fight involving lasers and missiles presented by the writer? What do you

think about Zeke's role in the fight?
e What messages do you think the reader is meant to take away after the fight is over?

s the fight more about providing the reader with messages, or about writing

something that is funny?
e What are your thoughts about the end of the book?
